We have had several questions on to the last article in the newsletter pertaining to the certificate require-
ments for insulation (Section N1101.8).

Basically, the certificate shall list these items:
1) R-values in ceiling/roof
2) R-values in walls
3) R-values in foundation (slab, basement wall, crawlspace wall and/or floor
4) Ducts outside conditioned spaces
5) U-factors for fenestration & solar heat gain coefficient (SHGC) of fenestration

It must be filled out by the contractor or registered design professional and posted in one of the following
locations:

1) On the electrical distribution panel
2) In the electrical distribution panel
3) Inside the kitchen cabinet

4) Other approved location

Where there is more that one value for each component, the certificate shall list the value covering the larg-
est area. For example, If R-38 is used in the ceiling and R-30 is used where the truss/ceiling joist rest on the

exterior wall, the certificate shall list R-38 for the ceiling insulation.
Hopefully this clears up some of the confusion, but as always, please contact us if you have any questions.

H 1384 Shopping Carts/Prevent Exposure to Germs  requires all retail merchants that provide shop-
ping carts to make available to the public (at no cost) sanitation wipes at the entrance to the establish-
ment. It's not the idea; it's the fact that we need a law requiring it!

H 1451 Bicycle Protection Act  provides that a person riding a bicycle upon a roadway must be granted
the same rights and is subject to the same duties applicable to vehicle drivers. But... it also prohibits
harassing or throwing objects at bicyclists (punishable by a $250 fine or 30 days in prison) and adds
new provisions regarding safe distances between vehicles and bicycles, number of persons on a bicy-
cle, clinging to vehicles, carrying articles, signaling turns and requiring brakes. As a cyclist, it is hard
enough to navigate the potholes, uneven pavement and cell phone wielding drivers, but if someone
needs me to write down the license number of the person who flips me the bird...sure!

H 1456 Drug Felon/No Large Dogs prohibits a person convicted of a drug offense from owning a dog
that weighs more than 14 pounds for a period of six years after receiving their sentence. The weight
limit is an interesting way around the restriction of certain breeds trained for aggressive behavior, but
who’s to say that a teacup pit bull isn’t the newest custom breed to hit the market?
